Our school has chosen

(SSP) programme to teach 
early reading and spelling.

Little Wandle Letters and Sounds Revised



Phonics 
means:

• making connections between the sounds of 
our spoken words and the letters that are used 
to write them down.



Why 
phonics?

• Research shows that when phonics is taught in a structured 
way – starting with the easiest sounds and progressing 
through to the most complex – it is the most effective way of 
teaching young children to read. It is particularly helpful for 
children aged 5 to 7. 

• Almost all children who receive good teaching of phonics will 
learn the skills they need to tackle new words. 

• They can then go on to read any kind of text fluently and 
confidently, and to read for enjoyment. 

• Children who have been taught phonics also tend to read 
more accurately than those taught using other methods, such 
as ‘look and say’. 

• This includes children who find learning to read difficult, for 
example those who have dyslexia.



How many 
sounds are there?

English has about 20 vowel phonemes and 24 consonant

• Every class uses the same resources throughout the school.

• All teachers use the same ditties and Mnuemonics

• Lots of repetition

• The most common spellings of sounds first and then alternatives

• Regular assessing and additional support if needed.

Tricky words 



Reading practice sessions are: 

• timetabled each week 

• taught by a trained 
teacher/teaching assistant

• taught in small groups.

• 1 phonics book each week

How do we teach reading in books?



We use assessment to match your 
child the right level of book



This means that your child should: 

• Know all the sounds and tricky words in 
their phonics book well

• Read many of the words by silent 
blending (in their head) – their reading 
will be automatic

• Only need to stop and sound out about 
5% of the words by the time they bring 
the book home – but they should be 
able to do this on their own.

Reading at home



Reading a book and chatting had a positive 
impact a year later on children’s ability to…

• understand words and sentences

• use a wide range of vocabulary

• develop listening comprehension skills.

The amount of books children are exposed to by 
age 6 is a positive predictor of their reading 
ability two years later.

The most important thing you can 
do is read with your child

their book without your help.

• If they can’t read a word read it to 
them.

• Talk about the book and celebrate 
their success.
