Curriculum Overview for Spr'mg 2

Our writing this half term links to our overarching topic of water and
rivers. To begin with, we will be exploring the picture book ‘Flotsam’ and
writing a narrative using the pictures as inspiration. Based on the

English animals within Flotsam, we will then be writing a non-chronological
report. Following our river walks, we will write a diary entry all about
our trip. Our final focus of the half term will be letter writing with a
focus on the environment.

We will be exploring
DT beam support, trusses, arches and suspensions before creating and
developing our own prototypes.

The jigsaw theme for Spring 2 is ‘Healthy Me’, we will be talking about
PSHE the negative impact of smoking and alcohol, as well as exploring
positive relationships with food and body image.

In our French lessons this term, we will begin with a recap of our

French phonics and learn how to describe different clothes.
